Tasty Treats                                  
Taffy, the wonderful chef at the Stowe Camps, has provided a delicious dog biscuit recipe 
for the first NewsWire issue. 
 
1 cup white flour 
1 cup whole wheat flour 
1 cup toasted wheat germ 
1/2 cup bacon fat 
1/4 cup maple syrup (honey or brown sugar will also do) 
2 eggs 
1 tbsp chopped garlic—roast it if you want to be fancy 
1/4 cup fresh parsley or 1 tbsp dried parsley 
 
Note:  The garlic makes the biscuit taste good while the parsley cleanses the palate and 
makes your dog kissable!  Add enough water to make the dough rollable.  Roll out dough 
to about 1/4 inch thick.  Use cookie cutters or cut into squares.  Bake at 350 degrees for 
about 30 minutes or until brown around the edges.

Winter Pet Safety Tips        
Winter can pose some unique dangers to our dogs.  While the majority of winter tips are 
already known by most campers, here are some I found interesting during my search 
through the net and discussions with Mary Thompson: 

� The dangers of antifreeze are well known but did you know there is another type 
of product that does not endanger our dogs?  Propylene glycol will not hurt pets 
or wildlife.  During your next oil change, request this product be used instead of 
regular antifreeze. 

� Playing in the snow can be fun for dogs but do you know the common signs of 
frostbite in a dog?  Dry, stiff, whitish patches of skin, pads that are really hard and 
cold, stiff ear tips.  Animals with upright ears and dogs with white on their pads 
are more susceptible to getting frostbite.  Overexposure to the cold may develop 
into frostbite but this usually occurs in the most northern parts of the United 
States and Alaska.   

If you think your dog has frostbite, get the animal warm but do not try to elevate 
his temperature too fast.  Wrap him loosely in a large towel or blanket and sit 
with him..  You may use some lukewarm water to soften up the stiff parts of skin 
or pads but DO NOT rub these areas.  Just use a washcloth and gently hold at the 
site and repeat for 5-10 minutes, if the dog will let you.   When in doubt, contact 
your veterinarian.   

� Have you noticed your dog lifting one foot and then the other as if he does not 
know which foot to walk on when there is snow on the ground and it is really cold 
outside?  This is not frostbite but the fact that a dog sweats through his feet and 
when they make contact with the cold, dry snow, his feet tingle.   

� Most dogs live inside with you, so their coat is not as thick as it would be if they 
lived outside.  To let him stay outside in really cold weather or when the 
windchill is below zero is like you running outside in a heavy sweatshirt.  That is 
not enough to stay warm for very long.  

� I recently received a present of towels with a loop. You know, like some dish 
towels that goes over a door handle.  Place one on your back door and you will 
always have a towel handy when your dogs come in from a muddy walk.  

� Carbon monoxide can kill people in a matter of minutes but dogs are impacted 
much sooner.  Consider installing a carbon monoxide detector in your home. 

Let us know about any safety tips or ideas you may have.

NADAC Update 
NADAC has announced the decision to lower the height of the A-frame and make the 
removal of slats from all contact equipment mandatory within the next year.  The height 
of the A-frame will be 5” (five feet) at the apex with the new change.  These two changes 
are allowed at any trial immediately, recommended by April 1, 2004 and required at any 
trials after August 1, 2004.   

After August 1, 2004, move-ups will no longer be allowed except for shows held in 
remote locations.  Clubs are highly encouraged to allow move-ups for trials where there is 
another NADAC trial the previous weekend so exhibitors can move up from one weekend 
to the next. 

The NADAC Hall of Fame is being formalized in 2004.  All dogs that have been the Top 
Overall Dog each year will be inducted.  There are other opportunities for induction such 
as dogs that have earned a NATCH in all three divisions (Standard, Veterans and Jr. 
Handler).
